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Anti-bullying policy
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At Above the Water we operate an anti-bullying policy. We are committed to ensuring everyone part of our Swim School feels safe in a caring and friendly environment created by a range of teachers, fabulous swimmers and extremely supportive Parents/Carers.  Above the Water strive themselves in providing a safe environment for all. We are a dedicated team who ensure that every swimmer is cared for.
Everybody has the right to be treated with respect and heard at Above the Water. We are an inclusive Swim School that values everyone. Bullying of any kind is not acceptable at Above the Water. This includes bullying towards staff, colleagues, swimmers, Parents/Carers of swimmers. We have a duty of care for everyone who attends and is part of our sessions.
If bullying does occur, appropriate action will take place. 
What is bullying?
Bullying is unwanted, aggressive behaviour that involves a real or perceived power imbalance. It is often repeated behaviour which is intended to hurt someone either emotionally or physically.
  The following are regarded as bullying and will not be allowed:
· Name calling/Kicking/Punching/Excluding others/Aggression towards others/Physical threats/Verbal threats/Hair pulling/Teasing/Laughing at appearance and encouraging others to do so/Imitating people’s weaknesses
Reporting bullying:
Please respond immediately by speaking to the swimming teacher or lifeguard present. This will be recorded and Abaigh will contact you to investigate the case and take appropriate action. 
WE WILL RESPOND BY:
· Challenge behaviour- discuss with everyone involved.
· Remove individual if necessary.
· It will always be reported and kept on file.
· Discuss with Parents/Carers while Abaigh is present.
Conclusion:
Bullying is not to be tolerated under any circumstance. This policy runs across every function of our business. Every member of staff works extremely hard to make sure we have no bullying present at our Swim School.
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
